General Education Homebound Program

Students to be served through the GEH Program must meet the following criteria:

1. Expectation of confinement to home or hospital bedside for a minimum of four consecutive weeks.
2. for medical reasons only

3. medical condition is documented by a physician licensed to practice in the United States

In accordance to TEA’s Student Attendance Accounting Handbook and administrative procedures: 
The parent’s request for services shall be made through the principal

The principal or designee shall convene a placement committee composed of at least:  

a. campus administrator

b. teacher of the student 

c. parent or guardian of the student

The committee determines:

1. if such instruction is appropriate

2. the type and amount of instruction to be provided

3. when the student is able to return to the regular educational setting

4.  the length of the transition period based on current medical information

GEH Committee Responsibilities
1. A district developed form which documents GEH committee decisions regarding whether or not  a student is to be served through GEH
2. The GEH committee must document of the form the committee’s decision regarding the type(s) and amount of instruction to be provided to the student, this must include the designated amount of time per week that instruction will be provided
3. A note from a physician stating the student has a medical condition which requires the student to be confined at home/hospital bedside for a minimum of four consecutive weeks
4. Documentation of the day(s) homebound instruction started and stopped
5. Teacher’s homebound instruction log
