· Two summer checks will be issued - one at the end of July and the other at the end of

August.

· Payment rosters must be completed, signed and submitted to central office by the school

    Director.

· Attendance rosters must be kept accurately and neatly.  These are legal records and

    subject to be audited.

· Students who are absent three or more days will be dropped from the Summer Program.

    Three tardies constitute one absence.

· Student/teacher ratios must be maintained as follows:

· Minimum 18/1 *

· Maximum 20/1 **

· Nevertheless academic needs of students are the priority.

· *For lower than minimum student/teacher ratio, classes/programs will be combined 

  regardless of teacher program assignment and teachers will be released if necessary.

· **For higher than maximum student/teacher ratio, after combinations have been made, new classes will be formed and only teachers from the Approved Alternate List will be hired at the discretion of the Director and the approval of the Central Office person coordinating the summer program.

· To qualify for performance based incentive pay (upon availability of funds), teachers

 cannot be absent for more than 2 days.
